Merville Battery: German coastal battery near the Orne River.
Ouisterham: British & French Commando & Atlantic Wall Museums.
Sword, Juno & Gold Beaches: British and Canadian landing beaches.
Arromanches: location of the D-Day manmade harbors (Mulberry).
Bayeux: 15th century Norman town and Bayeux Tapestry.
Longues-sur-Mer: WWII German coastal gun positions.

Omaha Beach: landing beach for the 1st & 29th U.S. Infantry Divisions at
Colleville, Vierville and the U.S. military cemetery.

Pointe du Hoc: cliffs between Omaha & Utah beaches scaled by U.S. Army
Rangers.

Ste. Mere Eglise: first town liberated after an airborne assault by the 82nd
& 101st Airborne Divisions, 6 June 1944,

Falaise Pocket & Montarmel: Last battle of the Normandy Campaign.
Giverny: Home and gardens of the impressionist painter, Monet.

La Roche Guyon: Rommel’s HQ during the battle of Normandy
Versailles Palace: King Louis XIV’s magnificent 17th century palace.

Paris: The Eiffel Tower, Arch of Triumph, Notre Dame and more.

In the morning, visit Caen D Day Memorial and lunch (4 course meals with
drinks). In the afternoon, departure to Merville. Then, visit the Merville Battery.
Then, departure to Bénouville. Visit the Pegasus Memorial. Return to Caen at
the end of the day. Overnight in Caen. (B & L)

DAY 4: TUE (AUG 7) — OUISTREHAM & JUNO BEACH

Full day excursion to Caen area including: Ouistreham: visit the Atlantic Wall
Museum, Ouistreham Commando Museum. Juno Beach: visit the Juno Beach
center and beach. Bayeux: visit the Tapestry museum. Return to Caen at the end
of the day. Overnight in Caen. (B)

Now a museum to the American and
German Airborne units. Arrive Pontsorson and Hotel Montgomery. Overnight in
Pontsorson. (B & D)

DAY 10: MON (AUG 13) — MONT ST. MICHEL, FALAISE TO MONTMORMEL
& EVREUX

Tour Mont St. Michel and its famous abbey. In the afternoon, travel through
the Falaise Gap and stop at Montormel. Visit the Montormel battle map board
and museum. Travel to Evreux and Hotel Mercure Evreux Palais des Congres.
Overnight in Evreux. (B & D)

DAY 11: TUE (AUG 14) — GIVERNY TO LA ROCHE GUYON TO VERSAILLES

Travel to Giverny and a tour of Monet’s house and gardens. Visit La Rouche
Guyon and Rommel’s HOs during the battle for Normandy. Proceed to Versailles,
palace of King Louis XIV — tour the palace and gardens. Travel to Paris and Hotel
Lutetia. Overnight in Paris. (B)

DAY 12: WED (AUG 15) — PARIS
